Students also have access to the college’s Ellen Street Theatre for 

small and intimate productions.

These facilities are complemented by three dance and rehearsal 

studios, an art studio and a television studio.

In a learning environment which is positive, safe and supportive, 

students have the opportunity to excel in their academic 

education. 

Students begin their secondary education studying academic 

subjects in Years 8 to 10 in the areas of the Arts, English, society 

and environment, mathematics, science, technology, health and 

physical education and languages other than English.

Students planning to study at university or TAFE can choose from 

a wide range of Tertiary Entrance Examination and Wholly School 

Assessed subjects in Years 11 and 12. Our students consistently 

achieve at a high level in the Tertiary Entrance Examinations.

Many of our graduates have completed tertiary studies in 

medicine, law, engineering and science, as well as the Arts. 

Students interested in courses to help them into the workforce 

can undertake full certificate courses in vocational education 

and training in Dance, Live Production, Theatre and Events, and a 

number of Units of Competency in Hospitality and Work Studies. 

The college is a Registered Training Organisation so we provide 

nationally accredited certification in the vocational Arts areas. 

Students also have access to school based traineeships to 

improve their career and employment opportunities. 

Academic Excellence Program

For highly able students, we offer specialised academic courses in 

the humanities, mathematics and science as part of our Academic 

Excellence Program.

Arts students can participate in this program at the same time as their 

Arts program. Participation is based on results of the selective entrance 

test taken by all young people applying for Gifted and Talented 

Education programs in WA public schools. 

Students living in the ‘local intake area’ for the school and those 

who are accepted into the Soccer Excellence Program (see next 

page) can apply for the Academic Excellence Program by sitting 

the college’s academic testing examination. 

Academic curriculum

Health and fitness

Regular health and physical education activities are part of the 

college curriculum. They are designed to improve students’ skill 

levels, interpersonal abilities and general wellbeing, which also 

contributes to their academic performance and overall happiness.

All students have opportunities to access a full suite of sporting 

activities including athletics, swimming and team sports. 

In Years 8, 9 and 10 students participate in health education, 

learning how to ensure good health both now and in the future. 

Soccer Excellence Program

Established in 1990, this is WA’s leading soccer program in 

secondary schools. The program helps students develop skills, 

attitudes and knowledge to enable them to compete successfully 

in soccer at the highest level. 

Many of our graduates have played in professional teams 

internationally, as well as in State and national teams.

Entry to the Soccer Excellence Program is through selection trials, 

interviews and school reports, and is available for students from 

Year 8 to Year 12.

Student Support Services

Our college chaplain and career counsellor, as well as year 

coordinators and student service managers, provide students with 

academic support and monitoring, course and career advice and 

mentoring.

Our college psychologist and nurse offer counselling, and health 

and wellbeing advice.

Our Propel Program helps students with any learning difficulties 

that may prevent them from achieving their potential.



Admission

To apply for the Year 8 Gifted and Talent Education Arts programs go 

online to det.wa.edu.au/education/gifttal or complete the application 

form in the Gifted and Talented Education booklet available from 

primary schools, the Department of Education and Training, and John 

Curtin College of the Arts. 

After sitting the Gifted and Talented Education selective entrance test, 

students participate in the college’s selection process which is based 

on giftedness, aptitude and intrinsic motivation. They participate 

in workshops, testing and interviews, and school reports and/or 

portfolios are assessed on current and potential performance. 

Applications for the Soccer Excellence Program are directly to the 

college in Term 1 of Year 7.

Families living in the local catchment areas of East Fremantle Primary 

School, Richmond Primary School and North Fremantle Primary School 

can enrol their children as local intake students.

Annual course costs

Cost is approximately $700 a year for attendance at John Curtin 

College of the Arts.  The cost varies depending on the programs 

and courses selected.  

Scholarships and allowances

Arts Excellence Scholarships are awarded to selected Year 8 students 

in the Gifted and Talented Education programs in Dance, Drama, Music 

and Visual Arts.  

Arts Equity Scholarships are available for selected students whose 

further education may be restricted due to financial need.
